ǒ Common data model to harmonize data access across EC

ǒ Spatial data infrastructures (SDIs)

ǒ Open data portals

ǒ OGC Services

ǒ Enable E-government, citizen science

ǒ Ultimate goal to empower the community towards better

Implementation Challenges

ǒ Over design- scope too broad, general solution approach

ǒ Lack of core/ minimal compliance profiles

ǒ Technology guidelines overspecified and dated

ǒ Limited industry engagement - gaps between vendor / open 

source / open standards implementations

ǒ Lack of visibility & accessibility for the public

ǒ Update challenges: weight of the standard and friction of 

implementations limits update frequency

ǒ Uneven implementations across EU (have / have-nots)



ǒ Good practice recommendations continue to evolve with 

consideration for alternative encodings, and REST services / open APIs.

ǒ Rangeof implementation approaches (ATOM feeds, WFS)

ǒ Many national agencies have built impressive SDI solutions utilizing 

INSPIRE as a foundation

ǒ INSPIRE remains one of the most comprehensive and complete spatial
